Car bomb victim’s mother fears for lite

DALTON, Ga. — A muscu-
lar man holding a rifle walked
past a Harley-Davidson to greet
the visitor who had driven into
Nicola Brock's driveway.

“I'm mad,” said Mrs. Brock,
whose son was maimed last
week when a bomb blew up his
truck in the same driveway.

But fear led her to find an
armed guard, a friend of the
womarn.

“These fools thought they
could come to our house and
do something like that,” she
said about the bombing, with

Brock Jr. Brock Sr.
a scowl.

She blames a feud between
rival motorcycle clubs for the
attack on her son and the fear
that grips her grandchildren,
who saw the blast as their

father’s truck exploded.

Her only son, Renegades
motorcycle club member James
Brock Jr., 27, got into his pickup
to go to work at the Mohawk
Industries dye house about 6:30
a.m. Aug. 16, when the bomb
exploded.

His three children were
on the front porch with their
grandmother waiting for the
school bus.

Eight-year-old James ran
inside to get Mrs. Brock the
cordless phone so she could
call 911. “All 1 seen was orange
flames,” Mrs. Brock said.

Since the explosion, authori-

ties have been looking for con-
nections to a strip club slay-
ing south of Atlanta, which
occurred when his father, James
Wayne Brock Sr., 51, and other
members of the Renegades
were in a confrontation with
rival biker gang the Outlaws.
The vounger Mr. Brock was at
the club, too.

As the bombing investiga-
tion continues, Mrs. Brock said
she has been on edge, enlisting
her friend with the rifle, a Ren-
egades biker, for protection so
she can try to get a few hours of
