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Man serving life for murder, armed robbery

ATLANTA — Georgia's
Supreme Court will hear
arguments Monday in the
case of a Smyrna teen
appealing his life sentence
plus 10 years in prison for the
murder and armed robbery
of a Fairburn man.

Byron Patrick Warren was
convicted in August 2005 of
killing Gabriel Rodriguez
during an armed robbery at
Rodriguez’s girlfriend’s
apartment. Warren was 17
years old at the time of the
crime.

Warren's attorney,
Lawrence Zimmerman of
Atlanta, is appealing his con-
viction on the grounds that the
lawyer who represented War-
ren during the trial did a poor
job and met with him only
once, and that two codefen-
dants testified against him in
order to reduce their charges.

The murder happened in
the early hours of Aug. 7,
2004, in the parking lot of the
Emerald Forest apartment
cemplex at 6660 Mableton

Parkway in Mableton, about
two miles northwest of Fui-
ton County Airport Brown
Field, where the 26-year-old
Rodriguez’s girlfriend lived.
Rodriguez was walking to
his girlfriend’s apartment
when two men with a zun

approached him and |[NDER 21|
demanded money. He Byron Patrick

offered his wallet and was
shot in the stomach. The next
morning, Rodriguez’s girl-
friend discovered his body
lying facedown in a pool of
blood in the parking lot.

At the time of Rodriguez’s
death in the summer of 2004,
Cobb Peclice began receiving
an increased number of rob-
bery reports against Hispanic
workers in the county.
Rodriguez was the first victim
killed. Police said one reason
for the crime wave was that
Hispanic workers were hesi-
tant to report crimes for fear
of being deported.

Cobb Police had no sus-
pects in the case until they
received a tip from Brandon
